So. Pinnacle/Avid with it's new Studio 10 and Avid Liquid Edition 7. is taking av severe beating around the video press these
days. At least that is what it seems like. Maybe they have deserved it - maybe not. As | have told you earlier, | started with Pinnacle
7. moved on to 8, 9 and finally 9 Pius, before | started fiddling with Adobe. And of course, along the way | tried some others as well,
Magix and Ulead to mention a few

My experiences with Pinnacle is quite good actually. | have had my trouble along the way, with some crashes and slow rendering
(or no rendering at all). But somehow things have worked out. And after | changed my processor from AMD to Intel (3 GHz),
doubled my RAM to 1 GB and got a new motherboard (from MSI to ASUS), things have worked nicely with Pinnacle. So it might not
be only the software that causing all the trouble. But still, an awful lot of people is having trouble. and you don't get that much bad
feedback from other editing software around the same price. A real challenge to Pinnacle this is.

And the battle for the new DVD format is escalation. Soon the first players will be available and it remains to see how the market
will response to this. But movie/film quality will certainly be improved. And if you have the money, with a HD camera recorder, a
SUPERB PC/Mac, software that supports HD footage, DVD recorder that allows to make movies with HD quality, a HD DVD player
and a TV that supports HD, you will be blown back by what you see! But it takes quite a lot of money - and since the format war isn't
over, it might pay off to wait it out. And the prices will also drop on the equipment for sure. Already | have seen that the Sony HDR-
HC1is available for € 1500. When | first saw it a couple of months ago the price tag was around € 2300.
